This document is for existing users who wish to upgrade their Yellowfin instances from versions prior to 9, to the latest
version 9 or higher. This document will cover the changes introduced in this version, and how they can impact users, so you
can plan ahead and minimize disruption to your existing processes.

Please read the Release Notes page on the Yellowfin wiki, which contains detailed information of all changes, in conjunction
with this document.

Biggest Impacts in Yellowfin 9

New Yellowfin Dashboards

Existing dashboards will remain unchanged; users can view and update them. There
is a new advantage: users can now add sub tabs created in the dashboard canvas.

Draft/unpublished dashboards will no longer appear on the dashboard page;
they will need to be accessed via the Browse page. Users can still view published
dashboards on the Dashboard page that they have access to.

Dashboard filters have been overhauled (see Filters below for more information).

Dashboard help messages that appeared when exploring dashboard have been
deprecated.

Stories can now be exported to PDF, embedded via JavaScript, and shared with
guest users of Yellowfin.

Logging library log4j has been upgraded from 1.2.17 to 2.13.3, which changes how
debug logging works (see Debugging information in log files below for more details).

JavaScript charting libraries were upgraded for C3 (0.7.20), charts.js (2.9.4) and
D3(6.2.0) as part of the Yellowfin 9.4 release.
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KPI Dashboards

KPI reports and dashboards have been removed from the application. This change has
the following impact:

Existing KPI reports will exist, however the KPl summary will be gone.

Users will not be able to create new KPI reports.
Yellowfin will be introducing a KPI report widget in the future.

If any KPI reports were set up for broadcasts, they will now appear as standard
reports.

KPI report schedule will remain unchanged.

Filters

Report and dashboard filters have had a complete makeover in Yellowfin 9. Here’s how
this impacts filters on your dashboards.

Filters can now be displayed anywhere on the canvas or in the left or right side
containers with filter widgets.
Left side filters still exist in dashboards, but will need to be enabled via the Left Filters

toggle in the Dashboard Properties Panel.

Yellowfin Present replaces Storyboards

The Storyboard module has been deprecated in Yellowfin 9, being replaced by Yellowfin
Present. Yellowfin Present is a fully integrated presentation module designed for

data led communications. This module further enhances Yellowfin's data storytelling
capabilities, as it incorporates all of the new dashboard canvas functionality into
presentation slides.

Existing Storyboards

Any Storyboards existing in your application will still be available, but strictly as read-only
content. You may view them, but will not be able to edit these Storyboards, or create
new ones.

Advanced functionality

Present contains significantly improved functionality over Storyboard. Full dashboard
canvas functionality is available in Present. This includes all of the new dashboard
features, including objects, such as reports, text, images, shapes and icons, filters,
Blueprint, Quick Charts, Code Widgets, Action buttons, and Code Mode. Refer to our wiki
for more information on Yellowfin Present.

Content fonts

Yellowfin has updated its content font capabilities. We have removed all hard coded
fonts, and the ability to make system fonts (that is, fonts installed on your Yellowfin
servers) appear in font lists/drop downs. A range of popular fonts will be embedded
with the installer/upgrader. Custom fonts can also be easily added via Yellowfin’s plugin
manager. Note that these changes could affect you if you have been using an older
version of Yellowfin with a font that Yellowfin does not ship with, e.g. Arial or Courier.

If your preferred font selection is not packaged with Yellowfin, and you haven’t uploaded
it yet, your content will display in Yellowfin’s default font, i.e. Libre Franklin. You can
change the default selection through the content settings, or add a custom font yourself.
See wiki tutorials on both of these here.

If you had previously added additional font values through SQL configuration and
intend to continue to use the font for your content, then you must upload the font files
via the plugin manager. Otherwise the font will not render properly.

The method of adding font values via SQL configurations is no longer supported,
however fonts added to the Java font directory are still recognized.

Why this change?
We have made this change to:

Allow companies to incorporate their branding directly into Yellowfin.
Remove the process of saving a font file on a user’'s machine.

Have consistency amongst fonts used in Yellowfin, instead of just sticking with
multiple types of hard coded fonts.

Give more control to the users in how they wish to customize their instances.

Make it easy to have uniform font styles on instances of Yellowfin residing on different
servers.
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Changes to support PDF Exports What happens to custom report and chart styles?

If you have any custom report and chart settings applied (at the Configuration level) to
your instance, then regardless of whether you apply the new Yellowfin configuration
level defaults during upgrading, none of your custom settings will be affected.
However, if you do choose to apply the new defaults, then only settings that you have
not already previously specified, will be changed to the new Yellowfin defaults.

« PDF exports were overhauled in 9.3 (and subsequently further improved) to provide a
better experience (pixel perfect exports, exports of JS charts and other JS objects etc).

* To make this work, JavaFX needs to be present in your installation. If it is not, PDF
exports will use the legacy exporter or not work at all. Follow these instructions to
check if your system has JavaFX, and how to install it if not.

* Ifyou're using 9.3, please set your External Base Instance URL (subsequent releases eo0e Yellowfin 8.1 Installer
have been streamlined so it's not mandatory).

Debugging information in log files

Yellowfin can be configured to log additional debugging information to the default
log file. Our logging library, log4j, has been upgraded from 1.2.17 to 2.13.3 and the
minimum supported Servlet spec has been changed from 2.3 to 3.0. These changes
affect how debug logging is switched on and off. For detailed information, please see
our knowledge base article.

New defaults have been applied in version 9.

These settings impact the default look and feel of your
charts and reports without requiring much effort to further customize them. Whilst
upgrading, users will be asked whether they'd like to apply these formatting changes or (vellowfin Pty Ltd (c) - http:/ fwww.yellowfinbi.com/)
keep the previous formatting.

An upgrade may require little planning, or it could require coordination from several
different parties and involve a multi-tiered, clustered enterprise environment.

» Review the release notes and understand the impact to your users, individual
environments, and the upgrade timeline you want to achieve.

» For users upgrading from versions prior to the 8.0.4 release who use custom login
or other JSP pages, ensure that you have read up on Yellowfin's framework changes.

When you have completed your internal review and beta of the latest Yellowfin
software version, including taking the time to isolate potential environment, user, and
system impacts, you are ready for a smooth upgrade experience. In basic terms, an
upgrade involves four steps:

1. Prepare with a good backup plan:

o Back up your current Yellowfin configuration database.

o Back up any modified style sheets and image files.

o Back up any custom program files.

o Ensure Yellowfin has been shut down prior to running the upgrade application.

2. Download the latest installer:
> As a customer, you should have access to the customer portal. Simply log in to
access the files needed for the upgrade.

3. Runinstaller:
° Run the upgrade installer. The wizard will guide you through the entire process. For
additional help, refer to the Yellowfin Wiki upgrade guide.

4. Test upgraded instance:

> Test the environment for content and interactivity. While Yellowfin undertakes
rigorous testing before every release, we recommend some regression testing done
by the customer during your validation process.
